A) Alarmed by the topic of early school leaving.



B) Believing that, through the cooperation of all the Member States, we will be able to solve the problem 



C)Aware that the "Europe 2020" strategy was expecting to reduce the 10% of early school leavers by 2020.



D) Desiring the goal of promoting school successes , the council has taken in 2015 many maesures to reduce early school leaving.



E) Guided by the morality of integration, Students have the right to be respected for the cultural and religious life of the communities to which they belong



F) Keeping in mind that every student has the right to get a qualified information that respects and values orientation, their identity and is open to the plurality of ideas.





1. •Requests the introduction of free transports for students 

2. •Encourages the use of technology (like computers, tablet, LIMs...) during the lessons to catch the attention of students 

3. •Draws the attention on a regular maintenance of schools structures

Recommendation on the issues of  Early schoool leaving:


A) Having examined that the term “early school leaving” is used in connection  with those who leave education and training with only lowe secondary education or less, and who are aware no longer in education and tarining, we have realized that it is a spread in all EU countries,


B) Realizing that early school leaving is a serious problem, that concerns almost every European country,  considering that the European average of ESL is 11%, we must consider it as a priority for the EU,


C) Having studied the economical and social European background of the last 10 years, we realized the deep connection between the economical issues and the social imbalance of every country and the ESL percentage,


D) Fully aware of the failure of the Lisbon Strategy, whose aim was to reduce the ESL percentage to 10% by 2010, the European Union has now set this goal by 2020,


E) Keeping in mind all the policies EU has taken in order to reduce the percentage of ESL, the European Social Fund (ESF) has undelined the need to tackle this problem through the improvement of the educational system and curricula,


1.Considers to introduce scholarships in order to allow every student with a problematic ecoomical background to attend regular courses of studies. 

The European Union guarantees the necessary funds to every European country according to the GDP of each nation. 

Moreover each State has to distribute scholarships considering the percentage of families who are economically disadvantage in that specific country,


2. Recommends to introduce special teachers whose aim is to teach to foreign students the native language of the country they are living in, in order to integrate them in the educational system . 


The EU assumes the responsability of providing the necessary funds to every european country, according to the percentage of immigrants in each state. 


Moreover these special lessons, held by these teachers, have the purpose to give a general view of foreign students about the history, cuòture and traditions of that country,

3. Suggests to adopt an equal school system for each country of the EU, having considered the most efficient school systems of North Europe (Germany, Netherlands, Denmark). It consists of:


- 2 years of Kindergarten (3-5 years old)


-5 years primary school (5-10 years old)


-5 years Middle school (10-15 years old)

-3 years of a specialized high school (15-18 years old)


4. Encourages to reduce ESL, by increasing the compulsory attendance to 18 years old (until the end of high school).

C) Allarmed by thr high percentage of  ESL in some countries, as Italy, Spain, Romania, Greece, Hungary, Bulgary, Portugal and Malta, we want to ensure a better school system in each country of the EU


1. Draws the attention on the improvement and creation of extra-curricular school activities, like study groups and sports, provided by the school itself, to make pupils more confortable and active within the school environment,


2. Request to change the school system strucutre into the following division of years, adopted by Poland, whose school system is the most functional:


a.  3-5 years old: kinder garden


b. 5-6 years old: “zero class”, that prepares students to primary schoolo

c. 7-12 years old: primary school, that finisches with an exam, in order to evaluate the education level of students


d. 13-16 years old: secondary middle schoo, that ends with an exam


e. from 16 years old: secodnary school, divided in three options: LICEUM for 3 years, TECNICUM for 4 years and PROFESSIONAL for 2-3 years. At the end the is a certificate.

f. Demands equality between schools, for what concerns evaluation criteria, adopting Poland’s system with marks from 1 to 6.


3. Promotes work experiences with local enterprises in order to help students to be introduced to job world: school and work place meetings will help students understand what kind of job they are keen on and what are the main opportunities of the country,


4. Encourages programmes of Exchange between students within EU countries, giving pupils the support they nedd, with teachers who can give them psycological support. Also ecounrages the integration of foreign students with special lessons in their native language, helping them understand topics and creating ricreative groups of students where they can chat and integrate within the society,


5. Considers necessary to give the same opportunities also to students with handicaps and students recovered through trained teachers who can hekl p them. These teachers will be paid by each Mmeber State. We propose preventive measures against bullying and introduce appropriate school facilities, in order to ensure that students with disabilites do not leave school.

Resolution on the question of eu strategies to reduce the number of early school leavers and preserve the human inalienable right to education so that everybody can achieve a qualification allowing them to undertake a working career



A. Observing that early school leaving is a phenomenon more widespread among the immigrants owing to their difficult integration



B. Taking into consideration that several students are victims of bullying and as a result they leave school feeling not accepted and not at ease



C. Deeply conscious that one of the most recurring cause of the ESL is the fact that a lot of students do not like what they study and consequently they are not motivated



D. Realizing that some european schools are provided of old items causing inconveniences and difficulties 



E. Convinced that pupils have to be more involved in the scholastic environment actively



F. Having examined the teachers staff and their relationships with the students and having highlighted that their attitudes are fairly different



G. Recognizing that ESL has been causing small earnings and unemployment and convinced that it is necessary to have a qualification so as to be employed 



H. Nothing with approval that a lot of young people do not manage to detach from their parents and do not feel confident and indipendent



I. Believing that parents have to prevent their children from leaving school and that they have to be more interested in their children's performance





1. Urges the birth of free extracurricular courses of the national language for foreign students in order that they can have, at least, the same job opportunities



2. Encourages the organization of seminaries, meetings with psychologists and viewings of movies and plays within each member state for the purpose of sensitising the students about bullying and discrimination



3. Calls upon the states to divide the scholastic path during the compulsary high school, so that the biennial assesment is the same for everybody, whereas the classes during the triennial will be chosen by students according to their personal attitude, so that everybody study what they are keen on, for a total amount of five years



4. Expresses its approval for the states that follow the example of the UK, introducing technological items (computers, LIMs), aiming for making the classes more interactive and interesting. The BCE and the IMF have to provide a total amount of 1.100.000€



5. Endorses the creation of free extracurricular leasure courses and expressive activities, such as music, theatre and painting: they can make school more enjoyable for the students who do not like studying very much for the purpose of holding them at this safe and formative place

A) [bookmark: _GoBack]Affirming that the EU defines Early Schoool Leavers as young people aged 18 to 24 who have dropped put of school, having obtained only lowe secondary education and who are no longer involved in education and training

B) Draws attention on the consequences of this phenomenon: less chance of finding a job and the possibility to run the risk of unemployment, poverty and social exclusion, less knowledge of human, social and giuridical rights and social disparity

C) Suppports the plan elaborated by the European Parliament, which declares:

-the rate of school drops out and training should be less than 10% before 2020;

-at least 40% of people 30-40 years should have earned a title of tertiray or equivalent education level

D)    Allarmed by the fact that some students may leave school because of learning disturbs, poverty, social exclusion, bullism or lower attention syndrome

E)    Taking in consideration that this phenomenon could make Europe competitive in the global market
